Free videos designed to introduce basic functions of state government such as the legislative process, the state budget and the initiative process. 3. LegiSchool coordinates Capitol visits to include meetings with legislators, mock hearings, tours, etc.  4. LegiSchool offers a summer internship at the Capitol for local students.
