Working with school districts throughout the country, Student Voices makes the study of government relevant and exciting for high school students by helping them examine how issues they consider important are played out in their own governments and election campaigns.  Students use the interactive Student Voices website to find information on candidates and issues they are concerned about and to discuss policy issues online. Through classroom visits and forums, students raise their concerns directly to political candidates and public officials and hear what can be done to address them. Finally, students communicate their concerns to the general public by making their voices heard in the news media.

Following the 2004 presidential election, researchers contacted 397 students who had participated in the Student Voices program and 189 students who had been in control civics classrooms.  This study looked at the long-term effects of Student Voices on media use, interest, and knowledge about the election, one-and-a-half to two years after they completed the course.  Students who experienced two semesters of the program showed higher knowledge of candidate positions and greater interest in politics.
