Full implementation of the School Violence Prevention Demonstration Program includes completion of three proven Center curricular materials. The School Violence Prevention Demonstration Program employs a quasi-experimental design by comparing treatment and control group classes based on pretests and posttests of knowledge and attitudes.

Findings include that there are statistically significant gains in tolerance for the ideas of others and that there is a 15 to 20 percent gain in knowledge for the experimental students over the control group students.
