We the People: The Citizen and the Constitution introduces students to the study of constitutional government in the United States. The aim of this text is to provide students with an understanding of the American past and to equip them intellectually to be active participants in the American present and future. It is a text that enables students to learn something about political philosophy, history, and political science. It attempts to provide students with the foundation of a civic education. The culminating activity for We the People is a simulated hearing consisting of students role-playing expert witnesses testifying before community members either members of congress or the state legislature.
